KANSAS ORTHOPAEDIC SOCIETY
BY-LAWS
Article I
This organization shall be called the Kansas Orthopaedic Society.                                      

Article II
The purpose of this Society shall be to unite the orthopaedic surgeons of Kansas by promoting the science and art of orthopaedic surgery and promoting optimum musculoskeletal care for the people of the state.

Article III

The officers of the Society shall consist of a President, a President-Elect, a Secretary-Treasurer, the Board Councilor and the Immediate Past President. 

Article IV
The President shall preside at all meetings.  The President-Elect shall conduct meetings in the absence of the President and shall serve as Alternate Delegate to the Kansas Medical Society.  The President shall appoint, for a three year term, the Kansas Orthopaedic Society representative to both the House of Delegates and the Council of the Kansas Medical Society.  The Secretary-Treasurer shall be the custodian of all monies, securities and valuable papers of this Society.  The Secretary-Treasurer may direct the Executive Director to send notices of all meetings to the members, conduct correspondence, keep records of all business meetings of the Society and a register of all members, notify new members of their election, collect dues, manage the funds of the Society, and perform such other duties as may reasonably be directed by the Secretary-Treasurer.

Article V

There shall be an Executive Committee composed of five (5) members: the President, the President-Elect, the Secretary-Treasurer, the Board Councilor and the Immediate Past
President.  The Executive Director may attend as a non-voting member.


Article VI
Section 1.            The meetings of the Society shall be held at least once annually, or more often, if suggested by the Executive Committee.  The meetings shall rotate through the cities of Kansas City, Topeka and Wichita.
Section 2.
Executive sessions will be at the call of the President.

Section 3.
The officers shall be elected annually at the annual meeting by ballot; a majority of all members then present being required to elect.

Section 4.
A nominating committee of three (3) members shall be appointed by the President at the annual meeting.  The Nominating Committee will be responsible for preparing a slate of officers for election at the next annual meeting.

Article VII
Section 1.          The classification of membership shall be Senior, Regular and Associate.

A Senior member shall be a regular member who has attained the age of sixty-five or has completely retired from practice or become disabled.  A Senior member is not required to attend meetings or pay dues, may vote but may not hold office.

A Regular member shall be a duly elected orthopaedic surgeon who has become a Diplomate of the American Board of Orthopaedic Surgery, or a surgeon who has made an outstanding contribution to orthopaedic surgery.  A Regular member shall pay dues, may vote and may hold office. 

An Associate member shall be a member who has successfully completed formal accredited Orthopedic training.  An Associate member shall pay dues but may not hold office or vote.  At the time such a member is certified by the American Board of Orthopaedic Surgery and after proper notification to the Secretary-Treasurer, he/she shall become a Regular member.

A Resident member shall be a member who is currently participating in an accredited Orthopaedic residency training program.  A Resident member shall not pay dues, and may not vote or hold office.

Section 2.          The candidates for membership shall be sent an application form.  The                   Executive Director will send a list of all applicants for membership to all                 members prior to the annual meeting.  At the request of any members,                     action on an applicant may be delayed one year while additional                              information is obtained.  Such action will be decided at the annual                            meeting.

Section 3.         The boundaries of the Society are those of the State of  Kansas.

Article VIII
The annual dues of the Society shall be decided at each annual meeting.                            

Article IX
Any member may resign at will by presenting his resignation to the Secretary-Treasurer

or Executive Director who shall report such resignation at the next meeting.

A member delinquent in the payment of dues on April 1 shall be suspended.

A member remaining in arrears as of June 1 shall be removed from the membership.

Article X
Any change in these By-Laws must be effected by a three-fourths vote of all the members present at the annual meeting.
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
