
BYLAWS OF THE KENTUCKY ORTHOPAEDIC SOCIETY, INC.

Article I – MEMBERSHIP

Section 1.  Classes.  The Corporation shall have three classes of members:

A. Regular

B. Honorary

C. Emeritus

Section 2.  Qualification.  The qualifications of the members of such classes shall be as follows:

A. Regular members shall consist of those individuals who:

a. shall have completed a residency training program in orthopaedic surgery approved by the Accreditation Council for Graduate Medical Education or its equivalent,

b. shall have practice restricted exclusively to orthopaedic surgery in the State of Kentucky,

c. shall have applied for membership in the Society in writing to the Secretary at least two months prior to the annual meeting, 

d. shall have been approved by the Board of Directors and recommended to the membership,

e. shall be approved by the membership by at least a 90% favorable vote of those voting.

B. Honorary members shall consist of those individuals who:

a. shall be orthopaedic surgeons of national or international reputation,

b. may practice outside the State of Kentucky

c. shall be proposed by the Board of Directors and voted upon by the membership as in Section 2 A. d.

C. Emeritus members shall consist of those individuals who are former active members who have fully retired from active practice.

a. no dues shall be assessed Emeritus members

b. to assume Emeritus status, the member shall request in writing to the Executive Secretary.

Section 3.  Notice.  A list of the proposed new members shall be sent to the membership at least one month prior to the annual meeting.

Section 4.  Loss of Membership.  A member shall be dropped from the membership roll upon the recommendation of the Board of Directors and the vote of the membership for:

A. nonpayment of dues for over one year,

B. moving his or her practice out of the State of Kentucky except in the case of honorary members,

C. violation of the Bylaws,

D. behavior deemed unethical by the  Board of Directors and ratified by vote of the membership,

E. loss of license to practice medicine.


Section 5.  Right of Appeal.  An individual who has been denied membership or dropped from the membership roll will have the right to appeal this decision to the Board of Directors in person.  A two-thirds majority by the Board of Directors is required to overturn previous decision.  Individual to be informed by certified mail.


Section 6.  Rights.  Only regular members may vote or hold office.  Each regular member shall be entitled to one vote on each matter submitted to a vote of the members.

ARTICLE 11  - OFFICERS


Section 1.  Officers.  The officers of the Society shall consist of a President, President-Elect, Secretary and Treasurer and Representative to the Board of Councilors (3-year term).


Section 2.  Terms of Office.  The President, President-Elect, Secretary, and Treasurer each shall serve for a two-year term.


Section 3.  Election.  The President-Elect, Secretary, and Treasurer shall be elected at the annual meetings of the members held in odd numbered years.  The President-Elect shall, without further election, become President upon the election of his or her successor as President-Elect.  The election of the KOS representative to the AAOS Board of Councilors shall take place at the annual meeting.  The Councilor is eligible for re-election for a second 3-year term.


Section 4.  Duties of the President.  The President shall:

A. preside at meetings of the Society and the Board of Directors

B. preserve order

C. regulate debate

D. sign certificates of membership

E. appoint all committees not elsewhere provided for

F. serve on the Board of Directors

G. announce results of elections 

H. perform all duties legitimately pertaining to the office

Section 5.  Duties of the President-Elect.  The President-Elect shall:

A. assume the duties of the President in the absence of the President

B. serve on the Board of Directors

C. succeed to the presidency upon the election of his or her successor as President-Elect

Section 6.  Duties of the Secretary.  The Secretary shall:

A. keep minutes of all meetings of the Society and Board of Directors,

B. issue notice of all meetings of the Society and the Board of Directors, including the time and place of the meeting, business to be transacted and prospective members to be voted upon, at least four weeks prior to the meeting,

C. attest all official acts requiring certification in connection with or independent of the President,

D. notify officers and members of their election and process all paperwork,

E. be a member of the Board of Directors.

Section 7.  Duties of the Treasurer.  The Treasurer shall:

A. Receive all money and funds belonging to the Society,

B. Pay all bills when properly ordered,

C. Collect all dues and assessments,

D. Present an annual audit of all funds,

E. Be a member of the Board of Directors

ARTICLE 111 – MEETINGS


Section 1.
Annual Meeting.  The annual meeting of the members shall be scheduled in conjunction with the annual meeting of the Kentucky Medical Association.


Section 2.
Special Meetings.  Other meetings may be held at anytime on the call of the Board of Directors.


Section 3.
Quorum.
A. For ordinary business, any number of Regular Members shall constitute a quorum.

B. For changes in the Bylaws, a vote must be taken when at least 15 regular members are present.

C. For expulsion of a member, 33 1/3% of the Regular Members shall constitute a quorum.



Section 4.  Order of Business at Meetings.
Order of business at meetings shall conform to Robert’s Rules of Order.


Section 5.  Invited Guests.
A. Any member may invite any physician or scientist to the scientific session of the annual or other meetings.  They may remain or participate at the business sessions at the discretion of the President.

B. The President may invite non-members to present papers at the scientific session with the approval of the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE 1V – BOARD OF DIRECTORS


Section 1.  Directors.  The Board of Directors shall consist of the last two immediate past presidents, the President, the President-elect, the Secretary, the Treasurer, the elected representative to the Board of Councilors of the American Academy of Orthopaedic Surgeons, the President or designee, of the Louisville Orthopaedic Society, the President or designee, of the Bluegrass Orthopaedic Society, Workers Compensation Representative, Legislative Affairs Representative, Chairman of the Orthopaedics University of Kentucky, Chairman of Orthopaedics University of Louisville, the Scientific Program Chairperson, additional members at large to be appointed at the discretion of the President.


Section 2.  Chairman.  The President shall serve as chairman of the Board of Directors.


Section 3.  Meetings.  Meetings shall be held quarterly or more frequently on the call of the President or any three members of the Board of Directors.


Section 4.  Minutes.  The Secretary of the Society shall serve as Secretary of the Board of Directors and take accurate minutes.


Section 5.  Duties.  The Board of Directors shall:

A. be the executive body of the Society,

B. receive the application of all proposed candidates for membership and, upon approval be positive votes from at least three directors, submit these names to the membership for election,

C. determine the place and time of the meetings of the Society,

D. recommend to the Society, after due consideration, reprimand or expulsion of the members as provided for in Article I, Section 4,

E. have the authority to act for the membership between meetings except as otherwise provided in these Bylaws.

ARTICLE V – COMMITTEES


Section 1.  Nominating Committee.  The nominating committee shall:

A. be appointed by the President prior to the annual meeting,

B. present a slate of officers for election at the annual meeting.  (Additional nominations may be made from the floor.)


Section 2.  Ad Hoc Committees.
A. The President may appoint ad hoc committees at any time.

B. These committees shall serve for the duration of the President’s term or as determined by the President.

C. These committees shall be given a clear and discreet charge by the President.

ARTICLE VI – DUES, FEES AND ASSESSMENTS


Section 1.  Initiation Fee.  Upon receipt of notice of his or her election to membership, the applicant will be billed and expected to pay his or her first year dues within three months.  No other initiation fee will be charged.


Section 2.  Dues.
A. Annual dues will be billed to each member three months preceding the annual meeting and will be due prior to the annual meeting.

B. The amount of the dues will be determined by vote of the membership upon recommendation of the Board of Directors.

C. Dues will be considered delinquent if not paid within 90 days after billing.  Members will be notified by certified or registered mail if their dues are delinquent.

ARTICLE VII – AMENDMENTS

Section 1.  Amendments.  Amendments to these Bylaws:

A. must be circulated in writing at least one month in advance of the meeting,

B. must be voted upon at the meeting at which at least 15 Regular Members are present,

C. may be made upon a 2/3 majority of those voting.
